	Lesson Plan for Newspaper Report

Resources:  Copy of Task, Planning Sheet, Writing Frame, Examples of different newspaper reports, Extract for Shared Reading – Hackney Holiday Park Horror
	Learning Intention:
We are learning to use information to create a newspaper report

	Success Criteria
· Include features of a newspaper report
· Group ideas into paragraphs (who, what, where, when, why)

· Use quotes and reported speech

· Use appropriate punctuation

	Time:  1 hour and 30 minutes

	Preparation for Writing
Share out newspapers for pairs to browse through and identify a newspaper report of interest.  When the children have found an interesting article ask them to think about how they might summarise this to explain to someone else i.e. identifying the main points.  Look at the layout and presentation, also what information is included/ excluded.  Keep this brisk – it should be revision.  As the children give you this information you should begin to write a checklist of features for newspaper report writing on your whiteboard/sugar paper.
(10-15mins)

Use the enlarged shared text to identify features from the checklist i.e.
· Headline, photographs, captions

· What/where/when/how/to whom questions

· Eyewitness accounts

· Precise detail and/or technical vocabulary

· Passive voice (anonymous voice to hide/avoid bias)

· Formal writing

· Final paragraph which draws conclusions, speculates next steps, generalised comments
Give out the task of CAT SAVES OWNER!  Read through and identify the information e.g. who/what/how/when/to whom questions, quotes, photograph, headline, caption and reporter’s notes (which can be added to).  Tell the children that they are to write up an interesting report for their local newspaper using the information given and adding more if they wish.  Remind the children that there is an audience/reader and detail is important.

Teacher and TA to support children who would like further discussion of the task, shared writing or help using a writing frame.

	Plenary
Encourage children to read through their work.  Share the writing, ask children to identify in each other’s work interesting detail, how they managed the final paragraph of their newspaper report.
