Improvement Session for Tried and Tested

Aims
1. Review the features of report genre

2. Review the structure of a written report

3. Complete a written report on the Pack-it-in-Bag

· Read a short report (year 6 exemplar formal writing) and identify features of report writing.

· Write up the features on the board or sugar paper as a display to refer to.

· Review the function of the introduction, ordered sections and conclusion – write a definition for these.

· Read and assess the task – review the bullet points to identify what the ordered sections will be – materials, size and strength

· Ask groups/tables to brainstorm ideas for each section

1. Table 1 – materials

2. Table 2 – size

3. Table 3 – strength

4. Table 4 – design features

5. Table 5 – size and strength

· Give each table post-it notes and stick them on a piece of sugar paper to build up your spidergram.

· Demo-write a paragraph which includes success/weakness, reasons for this and suggestions for improvement.

· Remind children that connectives are useful for linking/connecting sentences and make the writing sound more formal.  E.g. therefore, however, furthermore, as a result, consequently, in addition, firstly, in conclusion.
