	OLI: To revise features of narrative: dialogue

Briefly recap on previous week’s work.  What did we do on Friday?  Look back at speech bubbles.  Today we are going to turn these into dialogue.  

Model writing the dialogue between two characters eg Charlie and the Sweetshop owner.  Demonstrate “Show me” and  “tell me”.
Ask children to generate a list of rules for writing speech.  Display this for the rest of the lesson.

We are able to use speech marks to open and close direct speech.

We are able to star a new line when a new person starts to speak.

	Using checklist, review work and check for correct punctuation and layout of dialogue.  In pairs, read one dialogue and then perform for another pair.  Is the chosen dialogue relevant?  Is it important to the scene in the story?  Pick 1 or 2 pairs for the class to critique

	OLI: To investigate connecting words and phrases

We now need to look at everything we’ve got.  Story board, descriptions, characters feelings, moods, dialogue…

But how can we move from paragraph to paragraph?

Remind the children of connectives.  By this point in the year they can probably list several – put them up and then explain that they are very useful but we want more ways of linking and structuring our work.
  What is happening?

Re-watch the scene.  How is the viewer being taken from one place to another?  How is Charlie getting there? 

Ask children to write down their ideas as they watch.  Talk over the screening to support, the children do not need the volume for this, it is entirely visual.  Watch several times.

Take feedback and model turning their ideas into sentence starters

Eg running as fast as he could…

Without looking back…

Suddenly he saw…

Heart pounding with excitement…
	
	Mixed ability

Ask children to look at their storyboards and to attach some example transition statements to their work.  
Success Criteria: 

We are able to add connectives and transition statements between scenes to our story boards


	
	Oral story telling.  Working in their 3’s, ask the children to retell their story using the dialogue and transition statements that they have drawn onto their boards.  

Hear some examples.  Try and draw out reluctant writers to orally tell their story.

	OLI: To analyse aspects of narrative structure

“We have got so much information now we are nearly ready to write.  Let’s see how Roald Dahl himself wrote these scenes.  There are some differences in the text and film but we’re not worried about that, we are looking to see how much dialogue he uses and how he moves the reader from one scene to another.  Let’s look at the text.”

Read and analyse an extract from Roald Dahl.  Keep it simple.  Highlight dialogue in one colour, transition statements and connectives in another and description of setting in another.  
	Work with LA reading the text and marking.  
	In ability pairs children text mark another part of the story.
HA to identify “show me” and “tell me” aspects of the text as well.  

Success Criteria

We are able to identify, dialogue, connectives and transition statements
	
	What can we say about the structure of Roald Dahl’s writing?  Discuss the findings.  Make a list of transition statements that the children have identified and could use in their own writing.

	OLI: To write a short extract
