	OLI:  To use paragraphs to organise text
Introduce the unit.  “Over the next 2 weeks we will be using the film of CCF to help us write an extract from the story”.  

What do we know about narrative?  Give the children an opportunity to turn to their partners and devise a list of all the things they know to include in good narrative writing.  Note down all their ideas.  Try and separate into composition and effect, sentence structure and organisation and vocabulary.  Keep this list for the duration of the work.  

Watch the CCF DVD 26min- 31min – Charlie finds the Golden Ticket.  Explain this is the section of text we will be writing.  Watch the clip several times.  Ask the children to note down on their whiteboards all the different places that are shown in the clip.  
Explain that they are going to devise a story board of 4 pictures to represent this scene, and that these will form the basis for their paragraphing later in the unit.  Model how to label the pictures in the story board.  Where it is set – almost like a chapter heading eg In the sweet shop, in the street, back at home, 

What is the main message being conveyed to the viewer in each of the scenes.?
	Work with 2 of the groups of 3.  Focus on how they are working as a group.  Praise how children respond to each other’s ideas and support one another as well as focussing on the written outcome.
	Working in mixed ability 3’s encourage the children to devise their story board using coloured pencils and big sheets of paper.  They have to decide on the 4 most important aspects of the text, draw them and add labels. What is the main message being conveyed to the viewer in each of the scenes.? 
Ensure children can see the speaking frame that they will be encouraged to use at the end of the session to help them plan their group work.

The main message in this scene is_____.  We thought this was important because_____.  

Success Criteria:

A sequence of 4 pictures depicting the flip from the film

A title for each picture detailing the main point of the story

Being able to justify choices

Behaving supportively within the group
	
	View 3 story boards.  Ask the children to present their ideas explaining why they chose the scenes, what made them the most important?

Did anyone break the scenes down differently?

	OLI: To identify the most important information needed in a paragraph

Recap on the checklist for writing  narrative.  Show an example of one of the story boards and explain that each of the pictures is a setting and a paragraph.  “We need to know what the most important message to get across is.  Today we are going to focus on the description.”   Watch the sweetshop setting twice.  Ask the children to think about what is really important in that scene.  What it looks like?  How the characters feel? What the mood in the place is?

Watch again, this time allowing the children to jot down their ideas on whiteboards.  Take feedback from the children and note down some of their responses.
Introduce the zone of relevance.  
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Model how to use.
	A facilitatory role.  Encourage discussion. Ask questions to promote more thinking.  
	Set up a jigsaw activity
Put children into groups of 5.  Two groups of five to think about telling the family, two groups to think about the journey home and two groups to think about finding the money
Give words and phrases for them to discuss and put onto the zone of relevance.  They can add their own words too.
Decide what the most important aspects of the clip /paragraph needs to be.  

Success Criteria:
We are able to make decisions about the most relevant points in the text

We are able to be supportive within a group
	
	Number the children 1-10 and ask them to reform into 5 groups of 6, two representatives from each group to feed back to the rest of the group on their decisions about the relevance of each scene.
Make sure all zones of relevance are kept for referring back to.

	OLI: To infer and deduce information
“Reading” a picture
Introduce the here, hidden and head cards.  Briefly discuss the purpose of each and explain that hidden are very difficult and are an important part of the SATs.  If we can ask and answer our own ‘hidden’ questions, then it will help us in the reading paper.  

Look at the picture on the board.  Focus on asking some very straight forward ‘here’ questions.  Ask children to ask and answer in pairs.

Then model some ‘hidden’ questions.  Ask children to have a go.  Why are these questions important?  Do you feel you know more for thinking a little bit harder?  Does it make your understanding greater?
	Work with LA on a different picture.  Start with ‘here’ questions and move forward to ‘hidden’
	The rest of the class in Mixed ability, give different pictures and ask the children to suggest some questions for the ‘hidden’ cards and to answer them in pairs.  Give post-it notes for the children to record responses on.  

Success Criteria:
We are able to ask questions requiring inference and deduction

We are able to infer knowledge about a picture in order to answer questions
	
	Look at the pictures each group had.  Allow the children to ask their hidden questions of the rest of the class.

	OLI To Write a paragraph

Put up examples of work so far – zone of relevance, story board, checklist
“Today we are going to write a description of one of our scenes”.  Model writing the scene in the sweet shop.  Refer back to the checklist and highlight the thinking process for choosing.
What is the most significant information we want to get across?  (zone of relevance)

Which words and phrases are going to help me?

Which characters are involved? I must show how they are feeling.

Then take some of the children’s ideas

Then ask them to write the next sentence on whiteboards
	Support MA children in individual conferences.  Try to particularly encourage the use of ‘show me’ not ‘tell me’ sentences.
	Differentiate by outcome
Children need to sit in their mixed ability 3’s from beginning of week and be able to see their story board.  Pick one picture to describe in detail, using the zone of relevance to help them.
Success Criteria

We are able to write a paragraph that includes the most important information from the scene.
We are able to use descriptive words and phrases to help our reader to visualise the scene.

	Hear 3 pieces of writing.  Close your eyes.  If this was a scene in a film, what would the director have decided was the most important thing for the viewer to understand?  How do you know?  What in this writing tells you?

	OLI: To revise features of narrative: Dialogue 

Look back at checklist.  Focus today on character and speech.  

Rewatch the scene twice.  What is said?  How is it said?

On chart record what said in speech bubbles and think about how said.  Add appropriate adverb and said word.  

	
	Group hotseating.  Getting to know Charlie.  In groups of 6 children work out exactly who Charlie is, what he feels, what he’d say.  After 8 minutes ask children to number themselves 1-6.  Ask all 4’s to stand up and move around.  Groups now interview their new Charlie in character.

Success criteria:

We are able to perform as Charlie showing his thoughts and feelings


	
	Come back together as whole class.  Do you know more about Charlie now?  His thoughts and feelings and the things he might say?  Working in 3’s. What did Charlie say?  Put ideas into speech bubbles and attach to story board.

Look back at the checklist.  Re-state the overall aim for the unit.  What do we need to make sure we do next week?


Evaluation: annotate the plan to indicate how successful the sessions have been in relation to the children achieving the objectives and writing outcome
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
