	Use yesterday’s story plan to start making own book.  Stick chameleon on front cover.  (Title and author’s name to be designed during ICT lesson next Monday and stuck on).

Outcome:  The children all made either an individual or a group book.  These were presented to the school during our Key Stage 1 assembly.

Ps found it easier to develop their writing having done a couple of weeks discussing role plays and word work.

All Ps produced an extended story  level of work was higher than normal standard due to Ps understanding + enthusiasm 
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
