Continue until donkey is flattering dragon. Back into talk pairs decide on 3 words to describe the castle. Record for reference later.

	Based on S5. As Shrek you have come back from your journey and you are telling the Gingerbread man about the castle and what it looked like. If poss roleplay the scene between you and another adult. Scene would go something like. « Oh Gingerbread man it was scary but i kept on going, I see a big door. » Gingerbread man says « where ? «  « Not here at the castle,   I see a big door. » Oh dont you mean I saw a big door ? » « Yeah thats what I said. » Go on to explain and show Shrek why he is saying it wrong , use terms past and present.


	Using the castles they drew yesterday as a basis. They are to decide on words to describe the castle, and place themn accordingly on the decision circle. Those that they all agree on, goes in the middleand they work there way out 


	Some words to use or discard and then they need to come up with some of their own. Stick the results on their castles

	Using a list of adjectives they decide which words describe the castle and discard the others. Glue the words they decided on , onto their castles.
