Discuss what they found, replay again if necessary. Would you say that Shrek is brave ? Why ? (Must relate back to video) Discuss with your partner. Would you say that Donkey is brave ? Why ? Discuss with partner.
	Teach this 1st Using Activ Primary have 2 circles on the board with a choice of words, some adjectives some not. Chn to choose a word and teacher to place it in a circle after 3 words get the chn to predict which circle it might go in. At the end can they tell me the rule for putting the words in each circle ? 
Rule : Adjectives and non-adjectives

	In co-operative groups where chn have roles, (chairperson, resource person, timekeeper, reporter)  chn to decide on  which adjectives describe which character. Can they justify their answers with relation back to the video. Are there any other words they would use to describe the characters ?
