	Teacher Modelling : Right then I am going to plan my story that I am going to write on Wednesday. I have to use the same setting as Shrek but change the names of the characters. Ok I think I will have Strek and Llama as my 2 main characters and they will rescue Princess Belinda (record). Right what questions do I need to answer to plan my story so that there is a beginning, middle and an end. When, who, where, what and How. When will my story take place ? One sunny day. Who is in my story ? Strek and Llama and Princess Belinda. Where will my story take place ? In a dark, creepy castle. What is the problem ? Strek and Llama have to resue the Princess from the castle and its dragon. How was the problem solved ? Strek traps the dragon in the castle using chains. 
	Chn in talk partners to plan their stories. Write down who their characters are going to be, and start to answer the 5 questions. When, who, where, what how.

	Chn to share their story boards with a new partner. Have they included all the necessary information. Does their story have an ending ? Chn to give feedback to each other.

	
	
	Once chn have done that madel how to use that information to plan a storyboard for their stories. Keep stopping and getting them to discuss each part of their story with their partner before writing it down.(Talk for Writing) Make sure chn are just putting notes and phrases not complete stories. 	Use of adjectives in a sentence. Remind me again what is an adjective ? (Buddy pairs) Can you give me 3 examples of adjectives ? (Buddy pairs) The castle was dark and creepy. Which words are the adjectives ? Chn given 3 more examples for them to underline the adjective in their pairs. Then 3 sentences for adjectives to be added to them for interest.

	Using our story board from yesterday, model how to take what we have written in our plan and write it as the beginning to our story. One sunny day Strek and Llama were sent on an adventure to rescue Princess Belinda. Strek was a large green ogre and Llama was a jumpy talkative creature who just didn’t stop talking. He was beginning to annoy Strek with his chat when they came across a dark, creepy castle. «  I don’t think we should go inside Strek it seems pretty scary to me, » said Llama.
« Nothing is as scary as me Llama, come on, » Strek replied. He pushed on the door and it opened with a high sounding squeak. Inside they saw..... In their buddy partners talk through the checklist to see if I have covered each detail.
	Explain to the chn that by the end of this lesson each child is going to have at least 2 interesting sentences that they can use to start their stories when they write them tomorrow.

Children to have a chance to look at their story boards from yesterday and to talk with their partners about how they are going to start their story. Once they have a good opening sentence, each child will continue on until they get to what they see inside. When they get to that part chn to get back together with their partner and read through what they have done. Partner is to check through the checklist :

 - Have they mentioned when the story takes place.

- Have they mentioned the characters names. 

-Have they used adjectives to describe the characters.

- Have they written about the setting. 

– Have they  used adjectives to describe the setting.
Early finishers : Give each pair a story beginning that is quite boring. Can they make it more interesting
