PDM 2: Part 1:
Enhancing Literacy through Progression in Speaking and Listening

Before you start:

Schools can choose between 3 focus areas (Speaking and Listening, ICT, language across the curriculum) depending on their school’s identified needs. We have chosen to concentrate on Speaking and Listening with some ICT, as this is the most general need.

IT and Speaking and listening have been given a greater significance in renewed framework, and will require more attention, assessment etc. From the four strands (Speaking, Listening and responding, Group discussion and interaction, Drama), we will focus on the last two (in bold) as most likely to enhance literacy. 
Staff in groups consider the questions on (Slide 7) when looking progression across a strand (handout 1). Take feedback.

Look at 3 phases of learning (slide 16 and 17) In paired year groups, look at a unit of work online. If there is not access for teachers to website, show the Y4 explanation unit around the resource the Shirt Maker (handout 4).
Identify opportunities for Group Discussion and Drama across the phases.
