Part 2- Assessment for Learning (slide 1)
Introduction (Activity 1) (5 minutes)

· Introduce objective of session (slide 2)
· Recap what was covered in PDM 2 Part 1.
· Brainstorm as a group: what is AfL?
Discussion (Activity 2): 
How is AfL shown in the Planning Exemplification? (10 minutes)

· Web link to http//AfL-www.standards.dfes.gov.uk/primaryframeworks/ (slide 3)

· Look at Y3 Narrative 1 unit: read the three phases of the unit. 
· Where is AfL shown? What would you do as a teacher to support pupils? 

· What is teachers’ understanding of following terms: (slide 4) – self assessment; feedback against agreed Success Criteria; teacher observation.

· Summarise views by showing next slide (slide 5)
Discussion (Activity 3) Progression in Core Standards, Strand 9 (10 minutes).
· (Slide 6) Click on the hyperlink to access website – walk through strands in the Primary Framework that support children ‘to write for a range of purposes’. (Strands 9,10,11) 

· HANDOUT 1 – Staff have copy of STRAND 9.
· Discuss – Strand 9 – pace & expectations – pupils working at, above and below age expectations. How does this information help you find the next steps needed to improve writing? 
Adapting Your Planning & Teaching Against ongoing AfL (Activity 4) (5 minutes).

· (Slide 7) Discuss questions on slide in groups, feedback.

Effective Strategies for Day to Day Assessment (Activity 5) (10 minutes)

· (Slide 8) How do you use the strategies listed on the slide?
· Divide staff into six groups, each to discuss one of the ideas, one to scribe, groups then feedback.
· Only then, give HANDOUT 2 – ‘Embedding day to day assessment strategies…’ What extra ideas are offered?
Literacy Planning – your own and a model. (Activity 6) (10 minutes)

· (Slide 9) ‘Look at your own literacy planning. How are AfL strategies for day to day assessment included?’
· How do you incorporate the strategies from slide 8 and handout 2 into your own planning? Discuss in pairs.
· HANDOUT 3 – ‘Model of Planning’. What are the next steps for your school in planning for writing?
Pupil Tracking – (Activity 7) (10 minutes)

· (Slide 10) School Pupil Tracking Systems – 
· Introduce and discuss pupil tracking systems. 

· See ‘Tools to support leadership and management’ in the Subject Leader handbook, ‘Tracking pupil progress: case study tools and materials’. 

· Use HANDOUT 4: ‘Sample Pupil Tracking Grid’  to discuss how grids can be used in planning and ongoing formative assessment.
· Use HANDOUTS 5 & 6: ‘Provision Mapping Grids’ 
· (Slide 11) to summarise discussions.
Learning Sequence & Next Steps (Activity 8) (10 minutes).

· (Slide 12) Discuss – check staff confidence in levelling.

· (Slide 13) The Learning Sequence. Discuss how this model is critical to all teaching and learning.

· (Slide 14) Next Steps.
