	Day 1
To be able to demarcate sentences using appropriate punctuation
	To have a capital letter at the beginning of a sentence.
To have a full stop at the end of a sentence.

+ To use exclamation marks or question marks
	“The Midnight Unicorn” by Neil Reed
	Shared reading(15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions

Explain that over the unit the children are going to write their own imagination stories.  What does imagination mean?  Explain that you are going to read an imagination story to see how an author writes this genre.  Look at the front cover and the title – what do you think will happen in this story? Read “The Midnight Unicorn” to the class.  Lots of opportunity for prediction questions along the way. 

Explain that you have been borrowing some of Neil Reed’s sentences and you need help with the punctuation.  Show the class a sentence from the text with no punctuation.  What is wrong with this sentence?  Correct it.  Do this 2 or 3 times with simple sentences and then move on to compound sentences and those requiring question marks and exclamation marks.

	

	Independent and guided work

Children to punctuate sentences from the text:  LA To put in full stops, MA To put in capital letters at the beginning and full stops at the end. HA To decide whether a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark is needed at the end of the sentence.  (Do not have each sentence starting on a new line – you need to be able to assess whether a child can ‘hear’ a sentence when they read.

	

	Plenary

Choose one of the groups’ sentences and work through as a class – encourage that group to feedback and extend their thinking.

	Day 2
To create compound sentences using because, if, where and who
	To have a sentence linked with because, if, where or who
To have a capital letter at the beginning

To have a full stop at the end

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes)Teacher input and key questions

Reread the story to the children.  Encourage them to begin remembering the sequence of the story with lots of “What happens next?” and “where will they be going next?” type questions.  
Spend time showing the children how 2 simple sentences can become one more interesting and exciting sentence if they use the words because, if, where or who to join the ideas together.  Give the children simple sentences from the story and then show them how to put them together.  Invite them to work in pairs on the carpet using whiteboards to make some compound sentences.  Explain that this is what Neil Reed does a lot and good authors always try to use lots of compound sentences in their writing.


	

	Independent and guided work

Children to work in pairs creating compound sentences from word cards on their tables.  Have the connecting word printed on one colour card and the clause written on another colour card.  They can write their favourite one in their book. 

LA – work with because, MA with because and if, HA with because, if, where and who


	

	Plenary

Invite children to share their favourite compound sentence.  Write up on board as child has written in book – is this  a compound sentence?  Does it make sense?  Is it correctly punctuated?

	Day 3

To sequence events in a known story 
	A story map with points in chronological order
	“The Midnight Unicorn” by Neil Reed
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions

Sitting in a circle ask the class to retell the story of “The Midnight Unicorn” one sentence at a time.  You may want to have pictures from the story to help the children to remember.  Encourage the children to use story language to tell the story and to speak in full sentences.  Give particular praise to children developing scenes and characters through descriptive language.
Having told the story once, start again from a different point in the circle and this time model writing a story “S” as you go.  Emphasise that you do not need your best drawings, just key pictures to help you with the story.  


	

	Independent and guided work

Each child develops their own story “S” on A3 paper.  LA – you can give them a list of prompts in chronological order, MA – you can have a list of prompts but they need to sequence them.  

	

	Plenary

Get into mixed ability pairs and tell the story to your partner using your map.  Have you included all the information you need?  Make any necessary amendments.

	Day 4

To create simple plans to support writing
	To include adjectives, feelings and speech on story plan
	“The Midnight Unicorn” by Neil Reed
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Using the story map, tell the story to the class really quickly and without any description.  Did you like my version of the story?  What did Neil Reed include to make his version better?  Establish that you need to have some descriptive words and phrases on the map to remind you to use them when telling/writing the story.  Go through each point on the map and take suggestions for adjectives that could help make the story more interesting.  Repeat but with feelings and lastly with speech.

	

	Independent and guided work

Invite the children to add words and phrases to their maps to support their writing.

	

	Plenary

Get into mixed ability pairs and tell the story to your partner using your map.  Have you included all the information you need?  Make any necessary amendments. (ensure the partner is different to day 3)

	Day 5

To write own version of part of “The Midnight Unicorn”
	To demarcate sentences correctly
To use compound sentences

To use story map to sequence events
	“The Midnight Unicorn” by Neil Reed
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes)  Teacher input and key questions

Demonstration Writing – Using the map, show the children how you are going to begin writing the story of “The Midnight Unicorn”.  Emphasise every decision that you make that links to their learning over the week.  Ensure you show how you transfer ideas from the plan into writing and how two separate ideas on the plan can be made into a compound sentence that is more exciting.  Invite the children to help you with the next section of your story.  Take their ideas and ask them to work together to improve upon suggestions.  Finally, invite the children to write the next sentence on their whiteboards.  Use this as an assessment of whether the children are ready to get going with their own writing.
	

	Independent and guided work

Encourage the children to continue the story from where you left off.  Explain you want to see evidence of them using their story map to help them and that they should constantly be checking for punctuation as well as trying to use compound sentences.
	

	Plenary
Read aloud 2 or 3 pieces of work.  (It is important that the teacher reads the work so the child can hear the quality of their writing as read by a sophisticated reader.)

What did people like in this piece of writing?  

If possible show the writing using a webcam or have invited a child to have worked on acetate so that you can display it – have they used any compound sentences?  Have they remembered all their punctuation?  Invite the children to recheck their own work.
