	Week One – Lesson 1 



	By the end of this session the children should be able to:

hear and say /p/ in initial and final position and write the grapheme

extension: write cvc words with /p/ in final position

	Subject knowledge:

Phoneme: sound, e.g.  /p/

Grapheme: letter/s which represent the phoneme, e.g. ‘p’

	Resources:

15 objects (1 between 2) at least five which begin with /p/ and five which end with /p/

Whiteboards and pens (1 per child)

	Introduction

Review

New learning

Recap and making connections
	Share the aims of the session

Remind the children that they are listening for the phoneme at the beginning and end of the word, write a word the children know on the board and circle the initial and final sound e.g. cat

Practice the phoneme /p/ using a hand action while saying the phoneme, choose individuals to demonstrate the action and say the sound.

	
	Step 2

Make up silly sentences using /p/ in initial position:

Peter picked a plum in Paris.  Penny Pickle pinched a pear.  Put a panda in a parcel.  Teacher starts the sentence and choose a child to say the final word, take different examples.

Rhyming Words with /p/ in final position

Make rhyming strings with words ending in /p/

hop, chop, pop, cop, top, mop, shop

cap, rap, flap, map, tap, chap, snap

Extension: higher achieving children can record words on whiteboards

	
	Tray Game

Give out one object to each pair – partners say the name of their object to each other and the group.  Explain that you are going to collect all the objects which start with /p/, say phoneme and grapheme together.  Pairs place their object on the tray if appropriate, check the objects – say the objects and the phoneme /p/.

Say the names of the other objects and explain that you are now going to collect the objects with the final sound /p/, ask the pairs to place their objects on the tray if appropriate.  Check the objects and say the word, emphasise the final sound /p/.

	
	Ask the children to tell their partner the phoneme and grapheme covered in the lesson.

Letter Formation: using whiteboards practice the phoneme/grapheme /p/

Remember the objects which started with /p/ and those which ended with /p/

Remind children to look carefully at the first letter of words when reading and to listen to the phoneme at the beginning of words to see if they can spot other words which begin with /p/.
