	1. Pupils’ Writing  is often organised, imaginative and clear; words are chosen for variety and interest
	· to use alternative words and expressions which are more accurate and interesting than common choices (synonyms and antonyms)  (Y4 Tm 2 W9)

· to collect and use words and phrases from reading to enhance own writing

· to reread and edit own and others’ writing to improve vocabulary choices (Y3 Tm 2 W5)
	· to use adjectives to qualify nouns (i.e. to add specific detail) (Y3 Tm2 S2)

· to use a widening range of conjunctions to join sentences in more complex ways appropriate to text types (Y3 Tm3 S5)

· to re-read own writing to check for grammatical sense (coherence) and accuracy (agreement) (Y4 Tm1 S1)

· to use adjective and adverbs to add detail and interest to writing (Y4 Tm2 S1)

· to edit own and each others writing focusing on use of adjectives and adverbs to add detail and interest (Y4 Tm2 S1)


	· to generate ideas relevant to a topic by brainstorming, word association, etc. (Y3 Tm1 T9)

· to begin to organise into paragraphs (Y3 Tm1 T15)

· to plan main points as a structure for story writing, considering how to capture points in a few words that can be elaborated later (Y3 Tm2 T6)

· to try out and consider benefits and pitfalls of different methods of planning e.g. by listing, charting, mapping, making simple story boards (Y3 Tm2 T6)

· to select planning format appropriate to purpose of writing (Y3 Tm2 T7)

· to summarise in writing the content of a passage or text and the main points it is making (Y3 Tm3 T26)

· to plan, the main points in a piece of non-fiction writing (Y4 Tm1 T10)

· to use paragraphs in narrative writing to organise and sequence it; and in non-fiction, to make distinct points (Y4 Tm1 T15)

· to fill out brief notes into connected prose (Y4 Tm2 T22)

· to use reading as model for selecting conventions appropriate to text type/genre of own writing (Y4 Tm2 T25)

	· to write using grammar appropriate to the text type, learned from reading (Y4 Tm1 T25)

· to improve the cohesion of non-fiction text-types through the use of link phrases and organisational devices (Y4 Tm1 T26)

· to use basic sentence punctuation appropriate to text-type (Y3 Tm3 S7)

· to begin to use a widening range of conjunctions to join sentences (Y3 Tm3 S5)

· to use accurate agreement of nouns and verbs with singular and plural forms (Y3 Tm2 S4)

· to use capital letters accurately for e.g. names, headings, special emphasis, new lines in poetry (Y3 Tm2 S8)

· to ensure grammatical agreement in speech and writing of pronouns and verbs (Y3 Tm3 S3)

	· to use speech marks and other dialogue punctuation appropriately in writing and to use the conventions which mark boundaries between spoken words and the rest of the sentence (Y3 Tm3 (S4)

· to begin to use commas in marking grammatical boundaries within sentences (Y3 Tm3 S7)

· to use apostrophe to mark contraction (secure before moving on to ‘possession’) (Y4 Tm2 S2)

· to use the apostrophe accurately to mark possession (Y4 Tm2 S2)

· to choose commas, connectives and full stops appropriately to join and separate clauses (Y4 Tm2 S4)

· to use question marks and exclamation marks appropriately in own writing (Y4 Tm1 S6)

· to begin to use the basic conventions of speech punctuation (e.g. capitals for the beginning of direct speech marks) (Y4 Tm3 S7)

	· to identify and correct misspelt words in own and other’s writing (Y3 Tm1 W5) 

· to accurately alter verb spelling when ‘ing’ is added (Y3 Tm1 W8)

· to accurately spell common prefixes and use appropriately for meanings, e.g. un-, dis-, re-, pre- (Y3 Tm1 W10)

· to use a dictionary efficiently to find word spellings and meanings for use within own and other’s writing (Y3 Tm1 W15)

· to use a thesaurus efficiently to find synonyms to use in own and other’s writing (Y3 Tm1 W16)

· to use independent spelling strategies when attempting unknown words and editing:

               * sounding out and spelling using     

                 phonemes

               * using visual skills e.g. recognising      

                 common letter strings and    

                 checking critical features (i.e.

	· to ensure consistency in size and proportions of letters and the spacing between letters and words, in their writing across the curriculum (Y3 Tm3 W18)

· to build up handwriting speed, fluency and legibility in their writing (Y3 Tm3 W19)

· to use a clear, neat hand for  finished, presented work; and informal writing for everyday informal work, rough, drafting, etc. (Y4 Tm1 W16)

· to use joined handwriting for all writing except where other special forms are required (Y4 Tm1 W15)
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
