Teacher modelling-(S5/S6) working to end of week writing outcome.  Discuss outcome with children.  Ask chn what is a good sentence, write check list on large paper (Cap letter, full stop, makes sense, finger spaces, interesting words).Start writing the beginning of the story using complete sentences. Point out the use of story language, for example The next day..., and involve children in reading through what you have written to check for meaning and accuracy. Chn to go to tables and copy into their books then return to carpet, (alternatively this could be printed out and stuck in their books). LAs to stay with TA to do shared writing for middle of the story.  Ask children to retell the middle part of the story with a partner, write it on their own whiteboard and check it.  Select one to use for the shared version.  Tell chn not to rub out their boards they need to take them to their tables.
