	Day 1
To understand and interpret text


	· I can identify the main mood and atmosphere in the text

	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading(15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Explain to the children that over the next 3 weeks they will be using a short film to devise their own narrative. Watch the film “The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons.  Allow the children some “think time” before playing the footage for a second time but this time inviting the children to share responses with a partner about the film; “what did you like/dislike?” “What questions does the film leave unanswered?” “What else do you want to know?”  Record the responses on an IWB for future reference.
	

	Independent and guided work
In mixed ability groups of 3, invite the children to engage in a zones of relevance activity.  Give each group a set of words that they can use but also invite them to add their own “mood” and “atmosphere” words and phrases to the zone.  Play the film at points throughout the activity to develop their thinking and to ensure that they are using evidence from the film to justify their responses. 
	

	Plenary

Share the zones of relevance with another pair and have a discussion. See if you can agree any discrepancies and then invite the children to create one zone made by 6 children.  Bring the 5 zones to the front of the class.  Invite children from each group to feedback about various aspects of their zones using evidence in the film to justify their responses.
NB – You may want to keep the zones as part of the learning wall.

	Day 2
To understand and interpret text

	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes)Teacher input and key questions

Introduce the class to the  C’s and  S’s for critiquing and understanding film.  Watch the film again and stop the film at various points to look at the stills.  What is the camera focussing on?  What does that do to the reader?  If the camera was to be focussing on X instead, what change would that have?  Why is it important for the character to be seen to do X?  What role does colour play in this still?  Show the children the S’s and C’s.  Explain each of the words.  Look at the worksheet together and fill in the relevant information for one of the stills.  Look at the information gathered.  How and why does this affect the viewer?

	

	Independent and guided work
Give children 2 or 3 stills in 3s and ask them to fill in a grid for each still.  Ask them to use all the information on the sheet to think about how and why the information they have gathered affects the viewer and prepare a mini feedback on one of their images for the plenary.  What choices has the director made to influence the reader?  Explain that they will be using their chosen still for the next 2 days so they should choose carefully.  (Photocopy the chosen notes for each child for the following day)

	

	Plenary

Each 3 picks one still and using a speaking frame shares with another group how the choices made by the director affect the viewer.  Invite 2 or 3 groups to feedback on the still examined by the partner group (test their listening skills!!!).

	Day 3

Sentence Structure and Punctuation

	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Watch the film again. Explain to the children that they will be beginning to write a section of the narrative that matches a still from the piece.  Think about what happens just before in order to put your writing in context.
Display the questions that the children generated on day 1.  Display the zones of relevance.  Look at the grid capturing the stills.  Show the children how all of this information is going to become part of the writing of the narrative for this short film.  

We need to be able to take the colour, or the composition, or the sound and turn it into words to describe for the reader what is going on.  

Model the process of turning the information into sentences that describe the narrative of the film at that moment. Highlight how the senses are very useful here.
	

	Independent and guided work
Invite the children to look at the notes they made on the previous day and to take the information and turn it into sentences that describe what is happening in the film. 
You may want to work with a group of children in a guided writing activity, modelling and supporting more closely the skill of turning notes into sentences or combining two or more points to make a compound or complex sentence depending on the needs and levels of the children you are teaching.
	

	Plenary
Take 2 or 3 sentences that have been generated by children in the class (with permission) and “uplevel” them using VCOP.  Ask children to spend a few minutes uplevelling one sentence with a partner on whiteboards.  Share with the class.

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Watch the film again. Again explain to the children that they will be beginning to write a section of the narrative that matches a still from the piece.  Think about what happens just before in order to put your writing in context.

Revisit the work from previous day.  Again ensure that working wall is displayed and being referred to throughout.  It is now important to turn the sentences into a paragraph that describes the still.  Model doing this with the class still that you have been using since day 2.  Remember to use the VCOP as you are writing to ensure that children are hearing the thought process they need to go through. 

	

	Independent and guided work 
Invite the children to write their paragraphs for the still.  
	

	Plenary

Refine and edit own writing.  Work with a partner to read and critique work.  How could it be improved?  Consider VCOP.  Make any changes in colour pencil.
