	Day 1
Drama
	I can talk about the significant events in the main characters life with confidence
I can use the hot seating technique to explore a character


	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading(15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Watch the film again.  Ask the children to jot down on white boards anything they would like to know about the main character.  Show the list created in the first session.  Explain that this week they are going to focus on deepening their understanding of the character, and thinking about conversations that may have taken place between the characters.  Go into role as the main character in the story and invite the children to ask you questions.  Demonstrate how you take some evidence from the film and some from your imagination.  Take 3 or 4 questions.

	

	Independent and guided work
In groups of 6, ask the children to answer and ask as many questions as they can about the main character in the film.  Explain that they are going to try and put together a character portrait for the main character that fills in the gaps in order for them to create a narrative based on the text.  Explain that they have to have enough information about the character to feel secure in allowing another group to interview you in role. Number the children in each group 1-6 and then pick a number, each child with that number must go to a new table to be hot seated and so everyone can find out about the character and share the whole class’ information.  (NB: If you have children with early development EAL or SEN it might be worth picking 2 numbers so that the children are hot seated in pairs) 

	

	Plenary

Invite the children to record notes in any way they wish, but you could provide them with ideas of different ways they might want to group the information eg in story board format, spidergram, timeline etc
Do you have a clearer understanding of the character by going through this process?

	Day 2
Drama
	I can make notes using evidence from the film to explain events or relationships


	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes)Teacher input and key questions
Explain that the focus today is to find out about the other significant characters in the story; the lady, the soldier, the little boy(s).  They play a significant role in the main character’s life and we need to understand the different relationships in order to understand the different characters in the story.  Watch the film again.  This time think about the relationships with each of the other characters. What gestures, looks, colour etc tell you about the relationships?  Explain that they are going to go through the same process as the previous day but this time each group will take a different character and then share their character with the other groups. (jigsawing)

	

	Independent and guided work

Divide the class into 3 or 4 groups (depending how many other characters the class believe there to be) and allow them time to ask and answer questions to create a character profile.  
Then allow the class time to record their ideas and information on a proforma.  Join the groups so that there is at least one representative from each group in the new group and ask the children to share the information they have gathered on the new character.  Children make notes on their proformas so that they now have a picture of each character in the film and their relationship to the main character.  Ensure that the children justify ideas with evidence from the film itself.  
	

	Plenary

Ask the children to get into pairs and label themselves A and B.  Call out a pair of characters (one always being the main character) and ask the children to go into role having a dialogue with the character.  What do you think the character would say to one another?  Use a digital camera to record different scenes with pairs of characters talking.  Encourage children to use facial expressions and gestures to help demonstrate the relationship.

	Day 3

Creating and shaping texts
	I can develop the viewpoint through the use of direct speech
	“The piano” by Aidan Gibbons
With digital photos of children enacting significant events
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Display the pictures from the previous day.  Ask the children to explain who they are, and at what point in the film.  Put up speech bubbles and invite the children to talk with their partner about the types of things that might be said.  Take all feedback and then invite the children to look at the speech bubbles and decide what is necessary talk and what is unnecessary.  Look at body language.  Does what someone says necessarily reflect what someone is thinking?  Invite the children to refine what is in the speech marks until they feel that what they have is meaningful, insightful and useful to the narrative.  

	

	Independent and guided work

Give the children copies of the digital pictures.  (This could be done in the IT suite to save on paper).  In pairs ask the children to add speech bubbles and to try and develop speech that is integral to the narrative.

	

	Plenary

Share and refine speech marks.  Ask pairs to team up and show their work.  Does the speech give enough information?  Does the speech give too much information?  Refine if necessary.

	Day 4

Creating and shaping texts and Sentence structure and punctuation
	I can punctuate sentences accurately, including speech marks
I can develop viewpoint using direct speech and the portrayal of action
	“The piano” by Aidan Gibbons

With digital photos of children enacting significant events
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Model turning the speech bubbles work into dialogue. Include looking at how the characters are sitting, moving, looking etc. Display the still depicting the characters you are writing about and model how to weave narrative into the dialogue.  Recap on the rules for dialogue and the use of speech marks and create a checklist for the children to use as success criteria.

	

	Independent and guided work

Children to write their own dialogue for two of the characters using their speech bubbles from the previous lesson.  Encourage more able children to incorporate aspects of the narrative setting in order to create mood and atmosphere.
	

	Plenary

Paired editing using the checklist compiled as a class at the start of the lesson.  Make any amendments using a coloured pencil.
