	Day 1
Creating and shaping text
	I can experiment with a narrative form in order to plan my own story 
	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading(15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
With a partner, ask the children to note down on white boards the 8 scenes that they think tell the story of “the piano”.  Invite the children to join with another pair to share their ideas, then with the rest of the class.  Together, create a class storyboard that they will then use as a skeleton structure for their written and oral outcomes.  Model orally retelling the narrative, using the story board, and discuss with the children what was successful and what could be incorporated into a written version of the story.  Make notes on post-it notes and add to the story board as an aid. 

	

	Independent and guided work
Invite children to create their own story boards that will serve as an aid for oral and written versions of the narrative.  

	

	Plenary

In pairs, tell each other the story.  What works well?  Add written notes to the story board to aid with writing.

	Day 2
Creating and shaping text
	As agreed with the children
	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes)Teacher input and key questions
Explain to the children that over the next few days they will be writing narratives for the film.  What makes a good narrative?  Invite the children to draw up a list of success criteria that they will use over the next few days; encourage them to link this to their own personal/class writing targets.  At all points this week have work from the previous 9 lessons on show for the children to use, reflect upon and refine.  
Watch the opening on the video and show where on your story board it takes you. Demo write the opening for the story using the zones of relevance to help you. Make explicit links to writing in complex sentences and the punctuation you are using to support creating mood and atmosphere.

	

	Independent and guided work
In pairs invite the children to retell the openings to their stories using their story boards.  Then ask them to write the opening to their narrative ensuring they follow the criteria set at the start of the lesson.
	

	Plenary

Model rereading your opening and choosing a sentence to make better.  Remind children of VCOP and “uplevel” your sentence.  Ask the children to read back through their writing with a partner.  Pick 2 or 3 sentences to uplevel using VCOP to support.

	Day 3

Sentence structure and punctuation
Creating and shaping texts

	“The Piano” by Aidan Gibbons
	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
Repeat as previous day only moving on with the development of the narrative.  Demo write, again using the success criteria generated by the children, making explicit links to speech punctuation where appropriate.  Invite the children to write the next sentence in pairs on their whiteboards and choose as a class the best one for the job and why.  Focus on language of time – how are you going to portray shifts of time in different ways?  

	

	Independent and guided work
Reread openings to stories and tell partner then next 2 stages on their story boards.  Note down any language that was effective that you want to keep in your writing and cross out anything previously there that is no longer needed.  Write the next 2 sections paying attention to the agreed success criteria.


	

	Plenary

Can I improve my writing? Model rereading your opening and choosing a sentence to make better.  Remind children of VCOP and “uplevel” your sentence.  Ask the children to read back through their writing with a partner.  Pick 2 or 3 sentences to uplevel using VCOP to support.

	I can create a multilayered text

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) Teacher input and key questions
(In the IT suite) Explain that over the next 2 days they are going to create a multimedia version of the text.  Show the children how to capture images from the film and import then into a multimedia presentation.  Demonstrate how to add titles and written text to the visual presentation.  Then show them how to incorporate sound and voiceovers into the text.
	

	Independent and guided work

In pairs ask the children to create a multilayered text that tells the story of “The Piano” using sound, text and picture to support.
