Extension for high achievers – write the words down on whiteboards

(Low group : work with TA, step 2, week 2) 
	TEXT WORK

Go on a ‘caption hunt’ around the school. Read the captions, concetrating on sounding out the clusters, and using the context to support meaning. Discuss why captions are useful.
	
	Mixed ability and linguistic groups : Each group take an area of the school. Look for captions in that area. Try reading them as a group. Record what they see using words and pictures.

	Phonics work :
High achievers : 1. Pairs game – children match a consonant cluster with the rest of the word to make a word. 2. For each consonant cluster try to find a word where it appears at the beginning, and then at the end.

Middle achievers (with TA): Play ‘Croaker’  to continue work on consonant clusters. Do phoneme frame to practice clusters and revise short vowel sounds (step4)

Low achievers (with Teacher) : Work on step 2 – assess children’s progress in order to continue planning sessions for whole class work
	With middle achievers
	Look at the captions in the big book again. Can the children find any words with consonant clusters. Practice reading them.

	TEXT WORK :

Place some captions around the room with errors in word order. Read with the children, working out which words need changing to make sense.
	
	Give children a picture of a park with various captions (i.e. Don’t walk on the grass). Have some of the captions with the words in the wrong order. In mixed ability pairs, children identify them and correct them. 
Low achievers – have the captions on cards as well. Children can cut them up into words to reorder.

Extension – Write more captions for the park

Extension for high achievers –include ccvcc words)

 (Low group : work with TA, step 2, week 2)
	Pretend you re an alien landed from earth (or use puppet). The alien does not know how the body works. As a class, compose captions that could help the alien (i.e. this is an arm)
	
	Work in pairs. Take turns to be the alien. Alien points at a body part, the person has to make a caption about that part. 
Extension: Encourage children to extend their contributions (i.e. This is my arm I moves up and down.)
	TA support Sunif and Asha (new arrivals)
	Allow children to share any interesting captions their partner said.

Extension for high achievers – write the words down on whiteboards and include ccvcc words)

(Low group : work with TA, step 2, week 2)
	Show children a picture of a dog. Model writing a caption for a body part. Repeat, writing the words in the wrong order. Share writing another, and ask children to write one in pairs on their whiteboards.
	
	Give children a large photograph of themselves (or self drawn picture). Children to write captions on sticky labels and paste them on.
Low achievers: Give them the sentence starter ‘This is my ​​​​​​​__________', and a word bank.

Extension: Encourage children to write more interesting captions.

	Share work in pairs. Ask children to share any examples where words are in the wrong order, and any excellent captions. Review learning for the week.
