	Read a set of instructions on how to make a kite. Show children a different set of instructions on how to kame a kite. Compare how they are laid out and written. Which is clearer and why ? 
	Give the children the word ‘sign’. Ask them to spot the tricky bit and think how to use it to remember the spelling. In pairs ask them to write as many words as possible with the root word ‘sign’. Share as a class.
	
	In groups, give children a root word and ask them to find as many words as they can which are derived from that word. 
Low achievers – give the children word roots and words derived from these on cards. Ask them to sort them into the correct families.

Extension : Use etymological dictionary to find origon of word roots.
	Support EAL children to find meaning of words in dictionaries
	How can knowing a root word help with the spelling of other words ? 
Does the spelling of the root word alter in any of the derived words ?

	Spelling (10 minutes) :
Give children a root word : light. In pairs, find as many words with ‘light’ as root word as possible.


	Show children a set of instructions written in sentences that use ‘you’. Ask them to compare with instructions that use the imperative. Elicit the word ‘imperative’, what it means and why it is used.
Model changing first few sentences from text into the imperative form.
	
	Give children a set of instructions written with subject-verb. Ask them to rewrite them using the imperative form. 
Extension – Give a text that uses compound sentences with more than one subject.
	Support lower achievers
	Share some of the changes made. What issues did you face when you changed to the imperative form ?

	Give children a piece of paper & pencil. Give them very muddled instructions on drawing something.. (Don’t let them see the picture you are trying to get them to draw. Establish that the task was difficult and ask why. 

Repeat with another picture giving very clear instructions. Ask the children why it was easier to follow the instructions – what made them clear? 
Create a checklist for clear instructions. 
	
	Put children in pairs. Give each child a picture. Each child should take turns to give instructions to the partner on how to draw the picture. Children should be encouraged to keep refering to the checklist to ensure their instuctions are clear.
	Support the EAL children, encourage to do task in home language first
	Whose partner gave clear instructions so the drawings looked the sme ? What is hard about making your instructions really clear ?

	Shared writing: Show children one of the instruments that were made as a class. Model how to write instructions to explain how to make it. Model using the imperative form and referring to the checklist to ensure instructions are clear. Model using root words to support spelling where appropriate. Ask children to share ideas with you, and then paired composition on whiteboards. Draw attention to instructions that are particularly clear.
	
	Children write instructions on how to make the instrument they made in Design Technology.
Low achievers: Word Bank and sentence starters to support writing.

Children to finish writing in extended writing in afternoon. 
	Support low achievers in rehearsing sentences in their heads first
	Share work with a partner – tell partner 3 things you like about their work so far, and 1 improvement. Ask children to share any spellings they derived from a known root word.

	(15 mins) Explain to the children that they will be using the instructions written by another class member, to make that instrument. As they work, they will need to consider how clear the instructions are, and how they can be improved.
As a class derive an evaluation form to evaluate the instructions.
	
	(1 HOUR) In pairs, children follow instructions to make the instruments.
Evaluate the instructions they are using on the form. Feedback aorally to the author, focusing on positives, and one suggestion.
	Support children with reading and using the instructions
	What did you find clear about the instructions you were using? What could be improved?
