	Preparation for writing:

· Links to reading

· Purpose, audience, form

· Speaking and listening

· Visuals 
	This is where the children collect their ideas – the content for their writing. Lots of opportunity to speak and listen to develop the vocabulary and structures they will need to use in their writing. The speaking and listening flyers will give you ideas.

Share the purpose, form and audience with the children:

Purpose – WHY we are writing (to entertain, to inform, to persuade etc.)

Audience – WHO we are writing to 

Form – WHAT we are writing (letter, invite, story, leaflet etc.)

This may be the main part of the first session, but a lesser part of other sessions, if you are developing a piece of writing over a few sessions.
	The following sessions may do one of the following:
· Another piece of writing around the same book/genre with a new outcome

· Continue writing the piece of writing (beginning-middle-end each week, introduction followed by other sections etc.)

· Redraft, revise, edit the work done in the previous week


	Shared writing

(planning, writing, editing)

· Demonstration

· Scribing 

· Paired writing
	This is the point where the children will learn HOW to write. 

DEMONSTRATION: 

Teacher 

· models (demonstrates) how to write

· shows how a writer thinks

· voices what they are doing so 

· focuses on the objectives

Children

· listen and watch 

· Do NOT participate actively in the process

SCRIBING

Teacher 

· writes for the children as they compose

· uses children’s contributions to move lesson on, or to make a teaching point (especially related to objective)

Children

· work in pairs or on own to contribute sentences for the text. 

· may work orally, or on whiteboards

SUPPORTED COMPOSITION

· Children

· write quickly, individually or in pairs, usually on whiteboards

· write a limited amount of text

· write to secure the understanding of the task

· Teacher 

· makes an immediate assessment of the children’s readiness to write independently

· Identifies and corrects misconceptions

By the end of this part of the session, the children should be ready to start to right independently
	

	Independent writing task 
	Children should now have the opportunity to write independently. They may be writing in pairs or groups, or individually.

Differentiation: 

Lower achievers can be supported through the use of word banks, sentence starters, visual support, writing frames etc.

Higher achievers can be extended by the standard of work that is expected of them, the amount of writing they produce (by adding more detail etc.), and an individual target that extends the learning intention.
	

	Guided writing group and focus 
	The teacher works with one or more groups of children to support them in achieving the learning intention, or to work on a writing objective they need.
	

	Plenary – celebrating writing
	Children should have the opportunity to read their work to another child, and to review their learning, as well as celebrate their successes.
