Unit 2D Grouping and changing materials

	Assessment activity at the start of the unit and end of unit assessment through evaluation/marking of pupils’ work. 

End of unit assessment could be carried out by helping children to draw a concept map using term eg naturally occurring, change, heat, cool, freeze, melt, ice, water, steam, new material, bread, toast, clay. Discuss outcomes and emphasise how heating some materials makes new ones eg clay to fired clay, bread to toast, cake ingredients to cake.

	· Identify some naturally occurring materials

· Predict and describe how heating can change some materials into new and useful materials and state the dangers of hot water or naked flame

· Describe what happens to water when it is heated and cooled

· Record observations in tables and recognise when simple comparisons are unfair

	· Describe how heating can change some materials and make observations which,  with help, they record in tables 

	Some children will have progressed further and will also:
	· State that ice, water and steam are the same material and describe how  water can be changed into ice and steam and how these changes can be reversed
