Resources for Primary Science
This is a list of the basic equipment and materials that every school needs to carry out primary science effectively. Generally much the same equipment is needed for Key Stage 1 as for Key Stage 2. Where items are required for Key Stage 2 only, these are included in the supplementary box.

The list is split into two parts – items that need to be gathered and those that can be purchased. To give science co-ordinators a rough guideline for preparing budgets the costings are based on purchasing the items through TTS. This is not the only company from whom science equipment can be purchased and it is not necessarily the most economical. When you come to ordering resources it is worth shopping around.
