Top tips:

· Highlight the command words in the question. They will be words like

· Inform
· Explain
· Describe
· Informatively and explain
Use these words to make sure you are doing what the question is asking you.
(If the question asks you to inform, make sure you are informing and not describing or you will be losing marks.)
· Make sure you are writing to suit the right audience. 

· Make sure you are writing in the correct form: is the question asking you to write a letter or a newspaper article. Sometimes the question doesn’t specify.
· Before you start do a rough plan of what you are going to write about in each paragraph. (Aim to write no more than 2 sides.)
· If the question gives you bullet points make sure you use them.
· Make sure you throw in all the linguistic techniques you have learnt and use discourse markers.
