
Implementing AfL in lessons: These were some ideas suggested by the Geography and History Network Training Meeting of 9th June 2009 

 

• Design a sheet where students identify what they have 
learnt/need/would like to do next 

•  Tick box of LOs created, which students can tick off, using evidence 
from work completed. This can also be done by self or peer assessment, 
in groups, individually, or as a class. 

• Using colour pens to highlight the LOs (each a different colour) achieved 
in written work. Lower ability students can highlight key words only. 

•  Encourage students to use What Went Well and Even Better If when 
peer marking 

• Art gallery or round robin- students can stick post it notes with their 
comments on o pieces of work, or categorise into levels, then explain 
their choices 

Students’ achievements recorded so 
that progress can be monitored 

1) Students and teachers know the 
success criteria (differentiated 
learning outcomes) 

2) and 5) Tasks set so 
students can achieve 
these 

3) Students and teachers reflect 
and assess task against LOs 

4) Students have opportunity to reflect 
on feedback and recognise/formulate 
targets with teachers 

The AfL Cycle 

• Slides for IWB describing these laddered/stepped success criteria/Learning Outcomes. Can be 
linked to levels. 

• Ask students to identify these once Objective/task has been set. 

• Have these in a log which students can complete over a series of lessons/unit. 

• Provide models depicting the skills identified in Los and ask students to pick these out. 

• Students can add comments, or write 
targets onto/following worked marked by 
the teacher- time needs to be allocated in 
lessons to do this 

• Teachers could create a target bank from 
which students select for selves or other 
the most appropriate 

• Gifted and Talented students could create 
models of work and present to class, who 
then identify strengths that need to be 
added to their own work. 

• G+T, or selected students could ‘coach’ 
other students to identify targets 

Other Mini - Plenary ideas: 

• Students compile own further questions- used for future lesson, or pupils choose 
favourite, or try to answer 

• True/false statements – can be developed through further questioning 

• ‘what if’ questions  

• Tine Out- ask students to write a comment (using sentence stems) about their 
progress in books – can be read later by teacher 

• How well am I doing?: Spectrum-either individual whiteboards, or class /traffic 
lights/number cards (out of 10)/ hands up/ 

• Written assignment/essay 

• Posters or Photograph collages 
       and presentation to explain 
these – particularly of how 
achieved/journey to produce. 
n.b. student can peer assess while 
listening 

• Board games, cartoons, comic 
strips 

• ‘Apprentice’ type tasks 

• ‘Court case’ – 
discussion/debating tasks
