	Define the functions of the motte and bailey castle
	Students can create a mind map in pairs where the ‘functions’ (security, trade centre, political base etc) are given and students try to define these by adding their own key words to explain what these functions mean (e.g. defence, army, market, tax collecting etc). Students can then peer assess each others to ensure correct.

Then students use a picture of a castle and categorise the correct features with the right functions.

Or mix and match exercise in pairs

	Completed charts/mind maps matching functions and features correctly ( level 3)

	Give reasons why the Normans felt threatened and explain why security was such an important feature of the castle
	Students are given facts about the Normans’ situation (5% of population, were not popular with native population etc) and students can put these in order of importance. 

Or ask students to consider and imagine how they might control England were they in this position, using teacher questioning to develop thinking: what about when you are asleep? What about if you were outnumbered? What methods could you use to buy time? Then compare with Normans’ actions of building castles

	Identify each of the features’ strengths and weaknesses (level 3); explaining why they were a strength or weakness (level 4) and make an overall judgement on whether the features were effective (5)
	Using charts/mind maps previously created, complete a chart to judge how effective each feature was on a worksheet. Students can each take a feature, and complete worksheet with marks out of 10 against each function, then write their own judgement as to its overall effectiveness in a sentence.
Then students can feedback their answers to a group, and then as a class.

When swapping/sharing answers as a group, the peers can suggest improvements/targets for each others’ work, so that a better standard will be fedback to the class.

Plenary – what do we need to remember to do (targets) to answer the assessment question?
