My name is Shane. I am a surfer, and I have this really, really gnarly surf shack. It's a bummer, though - my floor needs re-tiling because one day this crazy west swell came out of nowhere and dropped a 15- footer on a couple of trees. Anyhow, I have an area like this that I have to fill: 
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Here is the tile pattern I want to use:
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The small tiles are 1m by 1m, the large tile is 4m by 2m.





Using this pattern, which fits the floor perfectly, how many of each tile will I need?
